Realizing that the community service develops better citizens, EuroCircle™ encourages its members to play an active role in their respective local communities. Also, in every location where it has a chapter, EuroCircle™ endeavors to promote that location’s potential as a hub for international culture, commerce and tourism. All the EuroCircle™ activities are run by enthusiastic volunteers.








The History of EuroCircle™ 





EuroCircle™ was "officially" conceived in 1998 by a Finnish lawyer/business woman, Kaisa Kokkonen, after she had talked about it for years. The first EuroCircle™ party was held in January 1999 in New York City, after Kaisa sent invitations to 30 friends. Over 150 people showed up for the party with just a 6-day notice. The event proved so popular that EuroCircle™ parties had been held regularly ever since. By December 2000, the "membership" list reached 2,000 people just in New York City, and EuroCircle™ activities have diversified well beyond networking parties. 





The application for the federal and international registration of the EuroCircle trademark has been filed in August 1999. The EuroCircle™ website was launched at the end of September 1999. The team of dedicated volunteers conducted a survey to get ideas on how the future EuroCircle™ web site could best serve its constituency. The web site project team asked the membership to voice their opinion regarding information they would like to find on the web site. The survey was completed in October 1999. 





In the year 2000, former members of the New York City chapter are starting or have already started groups in several European countries such as France, the Netherlands and Italy, to name a few. Based on local needs, the focus of those chapters may differ somewhat from that one of the United States, but all the chapters still remain part of one big EuroCircle™ family. Various US cities are also starting EuroCircle™ groups – Chicago and DC are already on board, and other cities are expected to follow the suite.
